The Important Backsplash 

 Avoid designing your backsplash in isolation from the 
kitchen. 

 The color scheme you choose should blend well with the 
rest of the space. It is easier if you have it match the more 
permanent items in your kitchen (not the appliances).  It 
is best if the backsplash color scheme fits well with the 
colors in the countertops, cabinetry, flooring and walls. 

 

 

 

 

 When planning a pattern, consider the placement of 
outlets and switches and the location of decorative tiles. 

 Light affects color.  Consider natural and artificial lighting 
when choosing tile.  Always bring samples home to see 
how they actually look in your space.  Display materials 
at the angle and locations they will be installed. 

 If your countertop has a lot of movement or different 
colors, choose backsplash colors and textures ÔÈÁÔ ×ÏÎȭÔ 
compete with the countertop. 

 Take into consideration grout color and thickness of the 
grout lines.  If you want the grout lines to go away, 
choose a color that is close to the majority of the field 
tiles.  If you want the grout lines to pop, choose a 
contrasting color or the same color either lighter or 
darker in value.  

 Understand that natural stone is not always consistent in 
color.
